Mrs. Lillyan Riley joined us to teach home economics.

     Not losing any of their dignity the 39 teachers welcome 500 + old and new student who had not, at that point, lost any of their dignity.  They came seemingly eager to learn and the teachers, believing that children are our future, began to teach them well.

     The Havana Northside High School JROTC Unit completed its 16th year of operation with the close of the 85/86 school year.  During the year the unit successfully completed the annual formal inspection with outstanding results.  The Unit has never been rated below satisfactory since its inception.

     The Unit participated in two parades, three rifle matches and one drill meet.  Additionally the first unit conducted two blood drives during the school year.  The blood drives were very successful resulting in 69 pints of blood being donated for the year.  The first blood drive netted 32 pints of blood, and the second drive netted 37 pints.

     The enrollment for the unit was the lowest in its history.  There were 74 cadets enrolled in the program.  The average enrollment is 107 cadets per year.  The enrollment for school year 85/86 was down 30% from the average enrollment.

These 12 young ladies ran a record of 26 wins and 4 losses.  This was the season best record in Havana’s History.  We won the Gulf Coast Conference title, The District 2-AA Championship and the Region II - AA Championship.  We finished 3rd in the FAMU High Baby Rattlerettes Invitational at Christmas.  Antenette Brown was MVP and 1st Team All-Tournament, Dorothy Johnson was 2nd Team All Tournament.  We placed Antenette Brown, Dorothy Johnson, Gion Enzor, Faustina Barber, and Jacquelyn McGill on the All-Gulf Coast Conference 1st Team.  Jacquelyn McGill, Faustina Barber, Antenette Brown and Dorothy Johnson made All-District 1st Team.  Dorothy Johnson was MVP of District Play chosen by the Gadsden County Times.  Antenette Brown was placed 1st Team All Big Bend and Dorothy Johnson was chosen Honorable mention All Big Bend.  Antenette Brown was chosen to play in the Florida - Georgia All - Star Game this summer and Dorothy Johnson was picked as an Alternate.  Our 26 wins came as follows:  2 wins over Acilla Christian, Leon, Florida High, Godby, Quincy Shanks, Taylor County, FAMU High, and Lincoln, 3 wins over Rickards, and Port S. Joe, and one win over Vangard, Madison Co., Hamilton County and Marianna.  We lost to Quincy, Shanks at Quincy (48-44), to Miami Southridges (72-71) at the FAMU Christmas Tournament (70-35) at Marianna, and again to Marianna in the Sectional Championship at Havana.
