TRACK

     The Girls Track program was very successful this year for a number of reasons.  First, the team averaged sixteen participants throughout the season.  This gave the team the ability to win all of its regular season meets, including the Port St. Joe Invitational.

     Second, all participants continued to improve during the season enabling the team to tie for first place at the District 2 AA Championships.
