     MSG James E. Lowe, a retired Sergeant from the U.S. Army after 22 years of service, a former JROTC instructor at James A. Shanks High School, joined the Gladiator Family, where he will continue his duties as a JROTC instructor.

     The HNHS campus has been graced with an on-site Health Center with Mrs. Irene Clark RN/BSN coordinator and her assistant Ms. Bridgett Chandler.  The center opens from 7:30 A.M. - 4:30 P.M. daily.

     We began the 1991 - 92 school year with 375 students.

     A new program was added for the first time at our school, In-School-Suspension Program (ISSP) which was maintained by a returning teacher, Mrs. Lelia C. Williams.

     On August 19th, the lads and lassies returned to school.  One of the new lassies was Miranda Bissoo, a foreign student from the Caribbean and the sunny tropical islands of Trinidad and Tobago.  An assembly was given to welcome the newcomers and veterans back to the Home of the Mighty Fighting Gladiators. September was here and the entire Gladiator family, parents, community leaders and business organizations were still preparing for upcoming SACS Evaluation, which covered all subject areas and other essentials aspects of the school and community.

    The purpose of the Ten year self-study was to assess the many facets of the school, in order to gather recommendations for improving the school’s programs for accreditation and to provide data to guide decision making relative to program development and community relations.  The Visiting Committee conducted the accreditation at our school on March 15 - 18, 1992.  Dr. Thomas Askins, former Vice-Principal of HNHS served as chairperson.  On March 18, students were dismissed early and the faculty, administrators and county officials met to hear the committee’s preliminary report.

     School activities started as usual.  The FHA members were also engaged in a host of activities.  Their first meeting was held September 17th, in which the purposes and guidelines were discussed.  October 15th officers were elected.  Tamaria Jackson was elected President; LaShanda Burgess - Vice-President; Chicara Williams - Secretary; Patricka Williams - Treasurer; Tamela Hinson - Parliamentarian; Cassandra Campbell - Historian.  Rhanisa McGriff was selected FHA Queen.  Twenty-six members attended the Proficiency event at Jefferson County High School.  First place ribbons and plaques were given in Storytelling and Housing Designs.  FHA members attended the State meeting in Haines City, Florida on April 19th.


The Gadsden Compact which is a partnership program between Gadsden High Schools, Quincy Department of Safety, Sheriff’s Office, the Gadsden County Chamber of Commerce, Florida Crime Commission, Department of Education and other groups of Gadsden County was introduced as a program at our school.  This program offered students opportunities to benefit from mentors who have been successful professionally to serve as role models to give students a better insight on life, and how to become productive citizens.

 
Mrs. Emma Cline was another new face on campus.  She would be the Earth/Space and Physical Science teacher.


Gladiator for the month of September was Tunisia Moore.


We were fortunate to have had three interns for the first semester, all of whom were from FAMU.  Mr. Anthony Blair, a 1984 graduate of James A. Shanks did his internship under Mr. Galvin in Social Studies; Mr. Troy Council, known as Troy X, intern under Mrs. McGill in Mathematics, and Mr. McGraw a graduate of Magnolia High School intern in the Physical Education Department under Mrs. Richardson.


Susan Nefzger, coordinator for Florida’s Youth Crime Watch, a network of students across the U.S., dedicated to stopping crimes in their schools and neighborhoods, introduced, explained and showed a video about the student led organization.  Other schools involved were Carter Parramore Middle and James A. Shanks High.  Twelve (12) students were selected from HNHS to serve as a “core group” for the national organization.


The month of October was a busy one of planned activities to the administrations, faculty, staff and students.  On October 23rd, the females in grades 9th and 10th were participating in the Project Alpha Program.  The Project Alpha began as a program in 1984 sponsored by the Gadsden County Constituency for Children to explore the problems of teenage pregnancy through the eyes of teen males.  The project was broadened to include females at the middle and high schools. The participants included lawyers, doctors, nurses, and Circle K Sisters from FAMU.  Sponsors were Mrs. Richardson and Mr.  Del A.Williams.

Judges included:  Mr. Steven Cline, Mrs. Audrey Ganious, Mr. Melvin Gilliam, Mrs. Cynthia Reynolds, Mrs. Alice B. Sims, Mrs. Rosalyn Smith.  Sponsors were Mrs. Richardson, Mrs. Campbell and Mrs. Cline.


The Health Center was still planning various activities.  Informative information was placed on display in the cafeteria on AIDS, immunization/vaccinations.  The center Participated in “The Great American Smoke out” November 21st.  Buttons and candy kisses were given out during this event.


Cedric Holton was Gladiator for the month of October.


 In November, Mrs. Clark, coordinator of the Health Center Congratulated the winners on their essays and posters, entered into a contest sponsored by Project Alpha during the Month of October.


The Health Fair was held on February 19th.  Thirty-six students entered their projects of which seven were given awards.  1st place- Anthony Scott (Water Pollution); 2nd place- Shalonda Hunter (Chlamudia);  3rd place-Chiquita  Williams (Exercise of Heart rate).  Honorable Mentions were Amos Hudson (Teeth Care); Jennifer Jones (Walking and Jogging); Carrie Walsh (What kinds of plants are eaten as Vegetables).


The Model Legislature sponsored by the Social Studies Department and Ms. Everett, curriculum coordinator, was held.  For two days, students in American Government classes were exposed to the functions and activities of the State’s legislative system.  The project received local television coverage.  The President of the Senate was Louis Jackson; Speaker of the House Darquiri Jackson; Governor Jermaine Jackson.


Tragedy struck HNHS.  On November 9, 1991 two of our students, Kelvin Dennard Horne and Michael Kelly both of whom were 16 years old, were pronounced dead at the scene after their car left the roadway and struck a cement culvert.  A tribute was held in memory of both students on November 13th in the school’s gymnasium.


A new club, Florida Future Educators of America (FFEA) was organized by Mrs. James, Mrs. Clements and Mrs. Cline.  The club consisted of 24 members.  Officers elected were:  Tabatha Horne - President; Latasha Tatum - Vice President; Caressa Andrews - Secretary; Sonya Brown - Sergeant at Arms.  The motto of the club is to motivate and elevate our minds.  On March 10th, and induction ceremony was held.  The guest speaker was Mrs. Lillie Ruth Williams, a retired educator of Gadsden County School District, who spoke from the theme:  “Enhance Your Image”.  A reception followed.


Everett Albert, Spear Reporter of HNHS, served as a guest for the “Teen Scene” columnist for Capitol Outlook, a Tallahassee newspaper. The title of Albert’s article was “Teens Need Help in Dealing with Peer Pressure”. 


November 12th-15th was set aside for Homecoming Week with the theme, “Gladiators Bustin Loose”.  We celebrated with the following activities:  Gangster Day, Gold and Brown Day, College Day, Jean Day, and Twin Day.  A pep rally was held and the homecoming court was announced.  Sonya Brown was crowned Miss Homecoming; Ya’Quita McLaurin-1st Attendant; Kendra Hatcher-2nd Attendant; Shiquita Kelly- Ms. Brown and Tracy Spencer- Ms. Gold.  A parade was held that afternoon, November 15th in downtown Havana.


November 18th-19th, the Havana Northside High Junior Beta Club officers and sponsors attended the 2nd Annual Statewide Junior Beta Club Convention at the Tallahassee Civic Center.  Freda Robinson, Chaplain of the HNHS organization served as Chaplain for the occasion.  The guest speaker was Mrs. Joyce Murphy from North Carolina whose message was, “Striving for our Dreams and Goals”.  A dance was given at the Sheridan Ball Room to culminate the event.


Mrs. Clements was nominated “Teacher of the Month” and Eric Hinson was selected “Gladiator of the Month”.


After 33 1/2 years given to the Teaching Profession in Gadsden County, Mr. Johnny Lockett decided to retire.  Mr. Lockett taught Vocational Education, placing emphasis on the value of the students and their education.  Mr. Lockett’s departing words to the Gladiator family were, “Most times we tell people to be themselves, but I say to the students of Northside to challenge themselves.  Take the process of learning seriously and commit yourselves to obtaining a quality education....  The skills you learn here can provide you with an opportunity to learn and grow intellectually and socially”.  A retirement breakfast was given in his honor on January 16, 1992.

On March 28th, the selected “core group” of students met in the gym for orientation of the Youth Crime Watch Program with Mr. Cunningham and Officer Kenon.


Havana Northside High School tried to raise money for computer equipment through a new program called MOM (Mail Order Magazines). On May 13th, twenty-eight our students took a college placement test measuring knowledge, aptitude, and skills in attempt to qualify for the dual enrollment program with TCC, Quincy.


“A Night to Remember”, May 15, 1992, the Junior/Senior Prom was held in the school’s gymnasium, with Hawaiian scenery as a backdrop.


Mrs. Irene Clark, our school nurse, entertained a very special group of dignitaries in the Media Center on May 21st.  Representatives from our school district, HRS and the Florida Legislature were among those making an “On-Site” evaluation visit to our school based clinic.


Thirty-five of our young men reported to spring football practice to get themselves in shape for the Jamboree which was played at Bragg Stadium on FAMU’s Campus May 22nd.


HNHS observed Career Day on May 21st.


The first Annual Excellence Banquet for Havana Northside High was held May 26th in the cafeteria.  The guest speaker was Mr. Harold Henderson, Director of TCC Gadsden Branch, school board member and candidate for Superintendent of Gadsden Public Schools.  The purpose of the banquet was to recognize students who had exhibited good behavior throughout the school year, receiving nothing less than “S” in conduct, and students who had maintained a GPA of 2.8 and above.  Sixty-two students were presented with certificates and trophies.  Jermaine Jackson was recognized as having the highest GPA of all students at Havana High, and Natosha Canty held the second Highest GPA Mrs. Peggy Outlaw was the sponsor of this event.


With all the excitement and activities going on, the Social Studies Department was little behind schedule with the presentation of its Law Week Program.  However, the program was presented to all students in Civics and American Government on May 28th, with Mrs. Diane Germany of the Juvenile Parole and Probation System in Tallahassee, Florida.


Channel One is coming to HNHS.  Mrs. Black received word that our school had been accepted by Whittle Educational Network as a site for “Channel One” education broadcast.  This summer, the company will install television in classrooms where homeroom and first period classes are held.  A satellite dish and special wiring with head-lines and video recording equipment will also be installed.


Mrs. Jessie B. Ector is retiring after 40 years of service in the educational field.  She taught for 30 years at Hutto High and at other junior high schools in Bainbridge, Georgia, and 10 years at Havana Northside High.

The football season opened with a Jamboree in which the Gladiators won the first game, but lost the second to Shanks.


Coach Rodell Thomas asked for three years to turn the football program around at Havana High.  Turn it around, he did.  He had the best record yet.  During his first season, 1989-90 the record was 1-8; second season, 1990-91 was 3-7; third season, 1991-92 8-3 -- the most winning season in the school’s history.


Eric Hinson, quarterback for the Gladiators, was listed at the top of the “Passing State Statistics” throughout the football season.  As of October 24, 1991, his stats were:  Attempts 214; Competitions 105; Yardage gained 1,473; Interceptions 11; Touchdowns 20.  At the end of the season, Eric was recognized as having the most yardage and touchdowns in a regular season (3,002).
