     Mr. Del A. Williams, guidance counselor was also selected by Commissioner Castor to participate in Panhandle Reach-Out Program for 1992-93.

     Mrs. Emma Cline, former Science teacher was transferred to ISSP, replacing Mrs. Lelia C. Williams, who returned to the Social Studies Department as a History Teacher instructor.

     Miss Sandra Williams was selected as TEC Representative and a Volunteer Coordinator.  Due to both positioning being equally important and time consuming, Mrs. Linda Lee-Jones was named to relieve Miss Sandra Williams as TEC Representative.

     To help our mission to run smoother, school guidance counselor, Mr. Del A. Williams informed the administration faculty and staff of student performance on the GTAT, HSCT and CTBS tests.

     Angela Trawick, Teresa Brown, Marty Tate, Toriana Hatcher, Natasha Canty, Felicia Vactor, Terrell Andrews, Demond Fields and Sultan Shakir scored above the fiftieth percentile and received recognition in a back-to-school assembled on August 17, 1992.

     Mrs. Nancy Gee-Williams boarded the spaceship as coordinator of the Gadsden 

Compact Program which is a Governor’s Drug Free Grant Program located only at 

Havana Northside School and James A. Shanks High School.  The purpose of the program is to match community volunteers as mentors with students who need guidance and help academically as well as emotionally.    

 Because government surveys indicate that many students performed negatively as a result of what they eat, the commander, crew and space cadets’ diet was more of the lower-fat, low-sodium variety.

    Channel One News was finally installed.  The Whittle Educational Network, which provided short news coverage, has become a part of the ship’s communication system for the 1992 - 93 “School Voyager”.

     Boarding the spacecraft were 407 space cadets.  Of these, 51 were off-campus/half day-students.  Five students were originally at TCC and the remaining 46 were and taking courses at the Vocational Technical and Carter-Parramore Middle Schools at Quincy.

     This year at Havana Northside High School, a Physics class was offered to two students:  Heather MacDonald and Chicarla Williams.  This class was broadcast Via Satellite from Kentucky Education Network.

     Members from Team II (School Improvement Plan) initiated a Hurricane-Relief Drive to involve the Gladiator family in contributing items of non-perishable food, clothing and personal items (soaps, toothpaste, etc.) to assist victims of Hurricane Andrew in South Florida.

NINE - - SEPTEMBER, 1992

     As the spaceship moves closer to its orbit, the crew became more relaxed.  Everyone was excited because of the upcoming football season.  The Havana Galactic Football Mentor, Mr. Rodell Thomas, was once again looked forward to a winning season, even without the graduating super trio, Marquis “Tree” Johnson, Dimitric “Mit” Salters, and Eric “Smooth” Hinson.

     To get the football season off to a good start, the Havana space football cadets played the Baby Rattlers from the planet Rattler (FAMU High) in a jamboree at North Florida Christian where the Gladiators were victorious, 18-0.  There were forty (40) space football cadets on this year’s squad.

     The Slogan for the year was, “NO PAIN, NO GAIN.  BLOOD, SWEAT, AND TEARS.  GO FOR IT!”  On Friday night, September 11th, we were defeated by Bonifay.  Although, the season was a disappointing one with a 4-6 record, the Havana Galactic Football Mentor, Coach Thomas, is optimistic about the next football season.
